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Rules for performing in a theatre 
 

Makeup for girls is – Foundation, black eyeliner (think around eye 

with tick effect at side), black mascara, red lipstick, blusher (not too 

much, only to highlight cheek bone).  Makeup to be complete 

BEFORE you arrive at theatre. Makeup is not required for boys. 

 • Only authorised helpers / Chaperones will be allowed backstage. 

Children will be collected from the side doors within 

the auditorium and taken to dressing rooms. (Doors to the right of 

stage) 

• Performers to arrive at the theatre ½ an hour before the show with 

hair and make up ready. 

• No earrings, jewelry or watches to be worn (unless used as 

props) Lost or stolen items are not the responsibility 

of Arts2u or Premier Studios 

• All members backstage must be signed in and out with the fire 

register officer. 

• Snacks and drinks for participants to be in bags with their names 

on. Please bring plastic bottle drinks that seal again, to prevent 

injury and spillage – No cans! 

Pupils who are performing in the second act ARE NOT allowed 

out during the interval.   

• Books, games etc are allowed and encouraged, this keeps 

children’s nerves to a minimum and maximize waiting time before 

and after their performance. 

• No wandering around the backstage area. Performers are to 

remain in their dressing room until collected to go on stage 

with their assigned Matron / Chaperone.  

• Please keep back stage noise to a minimum 

• Please look after your costumes and props 

• All Premier hired costumes to be left in changing rooms  

• Performers are expected to maintain the highest standard of 

behavior and good manners at all times. You are representing 

Premier Studios.
